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Statute of the ADLER Veteran Motor Club e. V. 
Version of 25 August 1995 

§ 1 - Purpose and Tasks 
1st The ADLER-engine Veterans Club (AMVC is) an international association of Friends of the ADLER Works vehicles, formerly Henry Kleyer AG, Frankfurt / Main. 
2nd The AMVC is selfless, he does not pursue primarily self goals. 
3rd The AMVC will capture the remaining vehicles ADLER preserve, preserved and cared to know in order to keep them for posterity. He pursues the goal of the vehicles as a form of the technical heritage with increasing historic nature of the population in the framework of exhibitions, presenting motor sport exits and the formation of youth in the area of technical development of vehicles and contributing to publish. 
4th The AMVC wants to help the owners and friends of ADLER vehicles to new connections and countries promote their common interest. This makes the AMVC unselfish any help. 
5th Means of AMVC may only be used for statutory purposes. The members receive no benefits from the association. 
6th No person from expenditures to the goals of the society are alien to, or be the beneficiary of unfair subsidies. 
7th On closure of the AMVC the assets of the association will on the town of Erbach, which has to use it directly and exclusively for charitable, benevolent or religious purposes. 
§ 2 - Name and location 
1st The club bears the name "ADLER Motor Veterans Club. 
2nd In short, the club called "AMVC" 
3rd The seat of the AMVC is Erbach / Odenwald. 
4th The AMVC in the societies at the district Michelstadt / Odenwald entered. 
5th The AMVC on 1 Founded in March 1971. 
§ 3 - Membership 
1st Member of AMVC can - whatever their citizenship - to anyone who wants to support the objectives set out in § 1 (ordinary members). 
2nd Member may be, who does not "ADLER" - the vehicle. 
3rd Legal persons, companies and associations can be corporative members. 
4th Persons who have rendered particular service to the mark "ADLER" or the AMVC may be appointed by resolution of the General Assembly to honor members of the AMVC. Honorary members have full membership rights, but are exempt from payment of admission fee and the fee. 
5th The AMVC collects an annual fee of its members as determined by the members' contribution is unaufge-calls a year in advance by 31 March of each year review of charges paid into the club account. The participation fee and the annual host-one new members are independent of the recording time not later than four weeks after the date of the declaration of membership paid into the club account. 
§ 4 
1st The membership begins with the input of the membership application to the Board and after paying the admission fee and the Jahresbei-tract. Membership is not transferable, but the board may decide to permit the exercise of the rights of membership may, by written proxy to another club member will be left to an agent may not be united more than three powers. 
2nd The board may reject, within a period of twelve weeks the acquisition of the membership. This decision is communicated to the applicant immediately, it needs no justification. Against that decision is allowed. The Appeals Committee decides on the final contradiction gem. § 9, clause 4 
3rd The membership ends: 
a) upon death, at corporate member by the loss of legal capacity or if resolution 
b) upon resignation, 
c) by exclusion. 
4th The resignation is the first Chairman in writing. With the receipt of the resignation at the first Chairmen of all the rights of the leaked out of its membership. A refund of contributions paid is not supplied. 
5th Exclusion from the AMVC made: 
a) gross violation of the Constitution Club, 
b) if a member permanently harm the reputation of the AMVC o. if it appears necessary in the interest of AMVC, 
c) if a member is, despite two reminders of his contribution more than nine months in arrears. 
6th Besides giving the case of the contribution of residues (par 5, c), the Board of the member announced that its exclusion is contemplated, he told why, and give him a one-month period to comment, unless it threatens the AMVC directly applicable damage caused by the Member in question and then deleted the notice of the proposed exclusion. The reasoning may be sent directly to the exclusion of the member in this case. 
7th The exclusion, the full Board, acting unanimously, except where the exclusion relates to a member of the board, then this is not right to vote. The balance board, also in this case unanimously. 
8th The decision to expel the excluded member is served. 
9th The excluded may, within one month after the notification of the decision to expel first Chairman of the AMVC Be lodge your appeal. The first Chair will forward the complaint to a member of the Appeals Committee, which decides within a further month on the appeal. This decision is final. 
10th During the process of exclusion to rest the rights of that member. 
§ 5 - Bodies 
The bodies of the AMVC are: 
a). the General Assembly, 
b) the Board, 
c) the Appeals Board. 
§ 6 - General Meeting 
1st The general assembly (MV) is the supreme organ of the AMVC. 
2nd The General Assembly elects and discharges the Board approves the Annual cash and adopted the budget plan, sets the amount of the admission fee and the annual membership fee and the due date and elect the members of the Appeals Committee and the auditors. 
§ 7 
1st The meeting will be from 1 Chairman at least once convened annually. 
2nd At the written request of at least 20% of members must first Chairman of a meeting within three months of meeting. 
3rd Time, place and agenda of each member must be in writing one month before displayed. A timely publication in the club announcements is sufficient. Three days after the dispatch of the document as it is received. 
4th Agenda items to be discussed also at the members must, in writing at the first Chairman is sought. The request must be two weeks before the members at the first Chairman present. 
5th With two-thirds majority of members present at the meeting may also be additional items on the agenda, which are then treated in the received order from the agenda item "Miscellaneous". 
6th The agenda must be at least once a year include the following points: 
a) Report about the previous and current financial year, 
b) financial report, 
c) Discharge of the Board. 
7th In the General Assembly, the President shall preside. Each member has one vote. 
8th The General Assembly has a quorum regardless of the number of members present. It decides by simple majority of votes cast. A tie means rejection of an application, two-thirds majority is required for decisions on 
a) amending the articles of association, 
b) the approval of emergency requests, 
c) the dismissal of members of the board. 
9th Requests for amendments to the Statutes can not be set as urgent claims on the agenda. They are presented by the Executive Board with the opinion of the next meeting for decision. 
10th On the decisions of the General Assembly shall be prepared, to be signed by the president, the secretary and one other member of the board. The minutes shall be published in the next club message. 
11th In the General Assembly shall exercise the first Chairman or his representative from the house right. 
§ 8 
1st The board of the AMVC consists of up to nine people 
a) 1 Chairman, 
b) the 2nd Chairman and his deputy, 
c) a motorcycle speakers 
d) the car speakers, 
e) the secretary, 
f) the treasurer and his deputy, 
g) to the editor. 
2nd The first Chairman shall represent the club alone. In its representation can include the second Chairman representing the club alone. The terms of the first Chairman of the car speakers, the treasurer and the editor on the one hand, the 2nd Chairman of the motorcycle officers, and Secretary to the other, differ by one year. A director may exercise up to two functions. 
3rd The members of the Board are elected for two years by the General Assembly. They can be re-elected. The term of elected office shall start on 1 of the election date following the calendar month and ending at the end of the calendar month in which the successor is elected. 
4th The division of tasks within the Board governs this to be decided by one of his duties and rules of procedure, which is published in the club statement. 
5th The Board decides by simple majority of votes cast. A tie means rejection of an application. It must involve at least three members in the decision-making. Written decision is allowed. 
6th The Executive Board and Chairman of the l. may instruct individual members of the AMVC with their agreement with specific tasks for the ÄMVC and also determine that a club member is thus a function entrusted to do this exclusively. A member has thus commissioned to report to the Executive Board at its request at any time and at the end of the task and accountability. 
7th At the end of a term, the outgoing board member AMVC all the relevant documents to the chosen successor has pass-ger. be done no later than eight calendar days after the expiry of the period must surrender. If a member of the board of office documents, parts, photos, sketches, etc. for the AMVC, this must be reported to the archive administrator, who lists this as a club self-growth. 
9 § Appeal Board 
1st The Appeals Committee consists of three members of the AMVC and an alternate, which does not belong to the Board. 
2nd The members of the Board shall be elected for two years by the General Assembly. They can be re-elected. 
3rd The Appeals Board must decide unanimously or submit the matter for decision by the Assembly. 
4th The Appeals Committee shall be responsible for deciding on appeals against 
a) exclusion of members (8 4, para 3-10), 
b) rejection of membership applications (84, paragraph 2) 
c) Cost reimbursements (S 10, paragraph 3), 
d) other differences between members and the club institutions or between 
Members themselves, as far as it relates to club matters. 
§ 10 
1st Active participation in AMVC is voluntary. It will not be reimbursed. 
2nd Each member - including the Board and the Appeals Committee can - a lump sum for costs and expenses be charged granted, the amount of each is determined by the General Assembly. 3rd The treasurer can cash outlays, which has been a member for the AMVC and by evidence proves to reimburse the member up to a height that the General Assembly determines. 
§ 11 
1st Spending money at the expense of AMVC may be initiated with the treasurer only after prior consultation. 
2nd The first Chairman and in his representation of the second Chairman may cause in this context expenses up to a height whose frontier is determined by the General Assembly. 
3rd Any additional expenditure shall require a unanimous decision of the entire Board. 
4th At least once a year, the cash audit is to be made, through two of the members to be elected cash auditors, which may hold no other office in the club. 

§ 12 
1st The club teaches its members by appearing in ongoing follow-club messages. 
2nd Each club member receives the messages (CM) and free postage. 
3rd All text ads (not ads with photos) are free for members. This is not for commercial ads. 
4th Editorial contributions for the CM must be free from any kind of political tendency. 
5th Sending the messages is sent to the Club to Club present address of club member 
§ 13 - Resolution 
1st The resolution of the AMVC can only be done when it is in the members of two thirds of the members decided sen and then the decision of at least two-thirds of all members of AMVC is confirmed in writing. A failure to respond a member within four weeks after the notification, his silence as consent to the dissolution of AMVC is interpreted. 
2nd On closure of the AMVC his property for charitable purposes within the meaning of 5 l is fed to the Statute.
